KCDA  reserves the right to: accept the adjustment, request additional supporting documentation, reject the request and/or to terminate (without cause) the continuing supply agreement with that vendor with a thirty (30) days notice.

1) Price increase must be verified in writing from the Manufacturer.
2) The price of an item can only be increased by the actual amount changed by the manufacturer.

3) Lack of notification by the successful bidder will be considered as continuation of the original or previously changed price(s).

4) KCDA may, at any time/without cause, terminate a continuing supply agreement with minimum of thirty (30) days written notice to the contract holder/bid award recipient.
