I.  Please provide the following in regards to format of the RFP: 

1.  It would be helpful to have RFP 12-230 for Telephone Communications system pgs 1-65.PDF in word.  While this has been already agreed, I just wanted to state as a reminder.

Answer:  This is posted on the KCDA website.

2. It would be helpful to have a format of presentation back to KCDA, such as: 

a. Tab 1 - should have section 5 responses

b. tab 2 - should have tab 6

c. tab 3 - should have Appendix A (section 7)

d. Tab 12 - should be price list

      Answer:  This was done. See Addendum 1.

II. Due to the complexity and requirements I would like to request a minimum of 2 week extension and preferred three (3) week extension. 

      Answer:  The opening date remains the same—October 26 @ 2:00 PM

III. In attachment A - or tab 12, since there are new products introduced and pricing changes over the term of the contract period, I would like to request that instead of pricing each individual item, that we provide blanket discount level per component grouping.  

Answer: Yes; providing a blanket discount level per component grouping will be an acceptable pricing strategy.
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IV. Since the price list is an extensive listing, can this be provided electronically?

Answer:  We need the price list provided electronically as well as a paper copy for each binder.  This satisfied auditor’s needs.
V. Section 5 on the designs, I just want to make sure of the requirements in more detail, based on typical school designs: 

1. You have indicated no analog phone, or analog interfaces for items like elevator phones, interface to paging systems which is usually a requirement at most schools

Answer:  This is correct. These are evaluation  “models” only, and do not attempt to represent a specific or typical environment.

2.  Do you want a configuration for Digital and one for IP, or just the design that is the lowest cost.  In experience we do find schools that want mostly IP, but some digital or analog for disaster recovery.  We also find schools that are still adverse to only IP and use IP for gateways.  

Answer:  No, KCDA does not want one configuration for Digital and one for IP.

Yes; bidder should provide one design at the lowest cost. 

3.  I presume that if IP handsets that the customer has POE and QOS

Answer:  Yes

4.  What is the trunking requirements for each design - there are no specific requirements - PRI, analog, SIP, how many trunks, etc.  Currently based on the request I would not have any trunks included in the design.

Answer:  This is correct. Do not include the cost of trunking in your firm’s response.

5. On phone models, I presume buttons are considered soft and hard buttons

Answer:  All “buttons” specific on phone models are hard buttons

6. Voice mail systems are very generic I presume no email integration, and just ability to leave message

Answer:  For the purpose of the bid model, this is correct.
