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Addenda 2 – Sports Field Drainage Systems

1. 3.24. Will the field condition dictate when actual drainage will be installed? Such as June through October when field conditions are dry.

Answer:  Yes; in recognition of the seasonal nature of the installation, Section 6.2 of the IFB allows a “window” of up to 180 days for installation. See subsection 6.2 below:
“6.2 (M) System Delivery 

All Sports Field Drainage Systems purchased under any resulting contract must be completely installed and ready for acceptance within 180 calendar days after Contractor’s receipt of order. Extensions shall be granted at the sole option of the Purchaser.” 

2. 4.11 Do we need to provide a “Standard of performance” for each soil type and area, as these two factors can influence the standard of performance that can expected? Ie. local precipitation rate.

Please provide a “model” stand of performance based on the guidelines contained in subsection 4.11. A unique standard of performance tailored to the purchasers geographic location will be provided as part of the “Service Level Agreement”.  Subsection 4.11 is modified as follows:

4.11  (M) Model Standard Of Performance

Contractor shall provide KCDA with a model “Standard of Performance” for the Sports Field Drainage Systems to be installed under the Contract. The Standard of Performance based on this model shall be made available to each purchaser. This Standard shall, at minimum, describe the expected capabilities of the installed drainage system under normal conditions, including maximum volume of drainage, and any usage restrictions, required inspections (and inspection methodology), potential faults, and possible remedies. 
3. 5.3.4 Are contractor responsible for buried objects that cannot be located by standard means? Will contractor be reimburst for damage due to these un-locatable objects or utilities?

Answer: Contractor must use all reasonable effort to locate and avoid utilities and other buried hazards. Purchase must make all reasonable effort to make contractor aware of all hazards. Purchase will not be responsible for damage to contractor’s equipment if reasonable precautions have been taken. 

4. 5.3.8 Will there be a specification for what an acceptable envelope of sand will be? Is there a suggested methodology for verifying 5.3.8 is happening?
Answer: No; KCDA will not attempt to set a required standard for projects under the resulting contract. 
5. 5.3.9 Should pipe spacing be a “maximum” of 10’ centers, so that biding can be consistent with all bidders?
5.3.9 should be corrected to read that the vendor must state the 

     number of centers in feet that the pipe will be laid in straight lines, 

Free from kinks, stretching or local undulations.

6. 5.3.15 Will Purchaser be require to inspect equipment “if so desired” before equipment is mobilized to work site?

Answer:  No. This inspection is optional for the purchaser. Purchaser will not be required to perform this inspection. 

7. 5.3.16 Will an acceptable sieve analysis be define, with at tolerable range? So acceptable sources can be located for this bid? Ie. USGA greens construction sand.

No. Contractor will use acceptable industry standards. (i.e., USGA greens construction sand) 

8. 5.6.2 Will HDPE fitting be allowed as “acceptable alternative” there is only one manufacture of polypropylene, if this manufacture stops making there would be no source, manufacture of these fitting is also a bidder and creates a “conflict of interest” for the other bidders.

Answer: Yes; HDPE fittings will be considered an acceptable alternative. The requirement in the IFB will not be changed. However, the bidder may propose this by checking “Alternative Proposed”.
