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1. INTRODUCTION
1.1. KCDA Membership
KCDA is a purchasing cooperative located in Kent, Washington. KCDA’s membership is made up of, but not restricted to public school districts, private schools, municipalities, political subdivisions and other public agencies located in but not limited to Washington, Oregon, Idaho, Alaska, and Montana. There are 294 school districts in Washington State, which is our primary coverage state, and it services approximately 1,000,000 students. 

KCDA competitively bids and awards contracts for commonly purchased products and services. KCDA contracts cover Copiers/MFD’s, Food, Portable/Modular buildings, Roofing, Office Supplies & Equipment, Telephony and Technology, Sports Field Lighting, Track/Turf & Field, Carpeting/Flooring, First Aid, Chemical Maintenance, Furniture, Arts & Crafts, Playground Equipment to name a few.

A complete list of all school districts and other public agencies that are members of the KCDA Purchasing Cooperative is available on the KCDA web site, www.kcda.org Click on KCDA membership. KCDA is a Joint Cooperative Procurement entity, as defined under Oregon State law, ORS 279a.200(1).
1.2. Purpose Of KCDA

1. Provide schools and governmental agencies opportunities for greater efficiency and economy in procuring goods and services.

2. Take advantage of state-of-the-art purchasing procedures to insure the most competitive contracts.

3. Provide competitive price and bulk purchasing for multiple governmental agencies that yields economic benefits unobtainable by the individual entities.

4. Provide quick and efficient delivery of goods and services.

5. Equalize purchasing power for smaller agencies that are unable to command the best contracts for themselves.

6. Help in assisting with use of best business practices.

1.3. Customer Service
1. KCDA is dedicated to making its contracts successful for both KCDA members and it’s awarded Contractors.

2. KCDA is committed to providing its members and awarded Contractors with high quality service.

3. KCDA has dedicated staff available to answer questions, offer guidance and help.

1.4. Scope of IFB

The scope of this Invitation for Bids (IFB) is to establish no more than one contract for Sports Field Drainage Systems to meet the diverse requirements of KCDA members.  The acquisition is being conducted as a Joint Cooperative Procurement, as defined under Oregon State law, ORS 279a.200(1).
Regardless of the sporting activity, efficient drainage is an essential element in maintaining a good surface for sports and other public activities.  Loss of use due to water logging or turf damage can result in a number of problems, including a backlog of games, dissatisfied users, lost revenue and additional unanticipated expenses.  

 An efficient drainage scheme eliminates water logging, reduces compaction, and allows easier maintenance and more flexible management of valuable resources. Improved drainage will also result in improved soil structure, fewer weeds, better turf and more economical use of fertilizers.  KCDA recognizes the need to promote and maintain high standards in sports field drainage. Professional design and expert installation are regarded as equally important factors in successful drainage scheme.  

 The main focus of this acquisition relates to general sports field areas such as playgrounds, football, baseball and soccer fields, and public park areas. The more specialized requirements of certain areas such as golf greens are not covered in detail, but are not precluded.  

 The system will be used to intercept, collect, and convey ground water to a satisfactory outlet, using a perforated pipe or conduit below the ground surface. The acquisition is primarily for pipe and slit drainage type systems and excludes constructed surfaces such as sand carpets with artificial turf.   KCDA has a preference that the pipe and other materials used contain a high content of recycled material.  KCDA seeks fully experienced and well equipped Contractor/subcontractors with experience in the design and installation of drainage systems for sports fields. KCDA recognizes that it is essential to contract with experienced operators, using specialized equipment with the ability to install quality materials to a high standard.  

The IFB is seeking responses from Contractors to provide, presale consulting, sales, installation, and warranty services for complete Sports Field Drainage Systems. KCDA shall accept IFB Responses on all available services from a single Contractor for Sports Field Drainage Systems.

An award will be made to the one (1) proposing responsible Contractor who: (1) meets all the mandatory requirements of this IFB and (2) submits the lowest responsive bid.

The successful Contractor shall provide service to KCDA membership in the states of Washington and Oregon. If another state(s) should want to utilize the KCDA Sports Field Drainage Systems contract, KCDA will contact the Contractor for authorized subcontractors that may cover that/those specific state(s).

1.5. It is the intention of KCDA to establish an initial contract term of one (1) year, with allowance for three (3) optional one (1) year extensions awarded on behalf of all KCDA members. In as much as ownership of KCDA rests with member districts, by establishing the initial contract with a one (1) year term and three (3) optional renewals on an annual basis, the procurement law for any owner member district is fulfilled. 

1.6. An annual contract shall be construed to mean that IFB Response prices shall remain firm through October 17, 2012, the first one year term of the contract, and can be extended by KCDA in one (1) year optional increments up to a total of four years.

1.7. Additional Cost Reductions 

The Contract resulting from this acquisition shall allow for lower pricing at any time during the life of the contract, as well as special pricing based on the project size, multiple projects (quantity discounts) and usage of the purchasing KCDA member. Contractors must allow for lower pricing to be available for similar purchases under the same market conditions for all KCDA customers.  After contract award has been made, if the Contractor wishes to offer promotional pricing, KCDA should be contacted with the details. KCDA members may negotiate final terms with awarded Contractor to the fullest extent allowed by law, and in their best interests.
1.8. KCDA Board of Directors Award
IFB #12-415 is anticipated to be awarded by the KCDA Board of Directors on  October 20, 2011.

1.9. Purchasing Procedures
Purchase orders are issued by participating governmental agencies directly to KCDA/c/o of the awarded Contractor indicating (i.e. KCDA, c/o Contractor name).

 On the PO reference “Per the KCDA IFB 12-415 Purchase of Sports Field Drainage Systems.”

A signed and dated Contractor response must always accompany the KCDA purchase order.

1.10. Maintenance of Contract 

Contractors who have executed a Contract may revise their offerings to reflect changed Services appropriate to the scope of the IFB and Contract, and may submit new Service offerings with associated prices subject to provisions set forth in the Contract terms and conditions. New or changed Service offerings submitted by Contractors shall meet mandatory requirements established in this IFB document or subsequent revisions, and may be included in the Contract at the option KCDA. 

For the term of the Contract, the cost per square foot for complete system installation shall be no more than the price quoted in the Contractor’s Response. If during the term of the Contract lower rates become effective for like terms, conditions, quantities, products and services through reduction in parts, supplies, products, or other circumstances, KCDA must be given immediate benefit of such lower prices and rates. 

1.11. Quantity/Usage 

There are no quantities listed on this IFB because the quantities purchased will directly reflect the purchasing activities of KCDA’s Washington owner member school districts and/or multiple associate members in Washington and Oregon. Orders will be placed with the successful Contractor by the KCDA Purchasing Department as orders are received from the KCDA members. KCDA Purchasing will not be required to order any specific quantities under this IFB and award.

Any contract resulting from this IFB shall be awarded with the understanding and agreement that it is for the sole convenience of KCDA and its members.  KCDA and its members reserve the right to obtain like goods and services from another contractor.

1.12. IFB Definitions 
“Aeration Core Harvest” shall mean the collection and removal from the work site of the “plugs” produced in the process of “Hollow Tine Aeration”. 

“Acceptable Alternative” shall mean a Contractor-proposed option that KCDA considers satisfactory in meeting a requirement. KCDA, at its sole discretion, shall determine if the proposed alternative meets the intent of the original requirement. 

“Acceptance Testing” shall mean the process for ascertaining that the Product meets the standards set forth in the section titled Technical Requirements, prior to Acceptance by Purchaser. 

“Clarification” As used in this solicitation, clarification means communication with a bidder for the sole purpose of eliminating minor irregularities, informalities or apparent clerical mistakes in the bid.  It is achieved by explanation or substantiation, either in response to an inquiry by KCDA or its member or as initiated by the bidder.  Clarification does not give the bidder an opportunity to revise or modify its bid.

“Contract” shall mean the IFB, the Contractor’s Response, the Contract document, all TABS, schedules and exhibits, and all amendments awarded pursuant to this IFB. 

“Contractor” shall mean the Bidder, and/or the Bidder who has been awarded a contract for the delivery of construction, material goods or services in response to this IFB.
“Eastern Oregon” shall mean that part of the state of Oregon east of the Pacific Crest Trail
“Eastern Washington” shall mean that part of the state of Washington east of the Pacific Crest Trail
“Fertilize” shall mean the process of adding necessary nutrients (nitrogen [N], phosphorus [P], and potassium [K]) in the required amounts and at the proper time to achieve desirable turf grass qualities and healthy plants. 
“Hollow tine aeration” shall mean the process of taking small plugs from the lawn/sod, to ease compaction and sub-surface thatch, and allow air, water and fertilizer penetration to the root zone.
 “IFB” and “Invitation for Bid” Shall mean this Invitation for Bid solicitation document, and all attachments, TABs, and addendum. 
 “Installation Date” shall mean the date by which the Sports Field Drainage System ordered as a result of this IFB and contract must be fully installed and ready for purchaser acceptance. 

“Joint Cooperative Procurement” shall mean a cooperative procurement in which the participating governmental bodies or the cooperative procurement group and the bodies’ or group’s contract requirements or estimated contract requirements for price agreements are identified.

 “KCDA” shall mean the King County Directors Association Purchasing Cooperative. 

 “MSRP” means Manufacturer Suggested Retail Price. 

“Nonresponsive Bid” shall mean any IFB Response that does not conform to the mandatory terms, conditions and/or specified requirements for this solicitation is considered nonresponsive.

“Purchaser(s)” shall mean those KCDA members who purchase Sports Field Drainage Systems under any Contract resulting from this IFB. 
“Remove Trench Spoils From Site” shall mean loading, transporting, and disposing of the trench “spoils”.
“Response” shall mean the printed document submitted by Contractor to KCDA in accordance with this IFB. The Response shall include all written or other material submitted by Contractor as of the date set forth in the IFB SCHEDULE (Section 2) or as further requested by KCDA. 

“Responsible Bidder” shall mean a firm or person with the capability to perform the contract requirements and the integrity and reliability, which will assure good faith performance.  KCDA must determine a bidder to be responsible before awarding a contract.  

“Services” shall mean those Services provided by Contractor relating to the solicitation, deployment, development and/or implementation activities that are appropriate to the scope of this solicitation. 

“SLA” shall mean Service Level Agreement, an agreement established between the purchaser and the Contractor documenting all product, installation, service requirements and expectations. 
“Slit Overseed” shall mean the process of seeding an established lawn area accomplished with a machine that slices rows into the turf and drops seed into the slits.
 “Service Fee” shall mean the KCDA administrative fee of 2% on all services and equipment purchased under the resulting contract(s). This fee shall be included as a part of the price to the customer, and not added as a separate line item on the purchase proposal
“Sod Installation Over Trenches” shall mean replacement of grass sod/turf as dense as, and equivalent to or better than that removed in the drainage installation process.  

 “Sub-contractor” shall mean one not in the employment of Contractor, who is performing all or part of the installation and/or related services under the resulting Contract under a separate contract with Contractor. The term “Sub-contractor” means Sub-contractor(s) of any tier. 

 “Successful Contractor” shall mean the one (1) proposing responsible Contractor who: (1) meets all the mandatory requirements of this IFB and (2) submits the lowest responsive bid.
“Sports Field Drainage Systems” shall mean a pipe and slit drainage type system used to intercept, collect, and convey ground water to a satisfactory outlet, using a perforated pipe or conduit below the ground surface.

“Spoils” shall mean the excavated materials consisting of topsoil or sub soils that have been removed during construction activity.
“Top-Dressing” shall mean the process of applying compost, soil, or sand over the surface of your lawn.

 “Turn-Key” shall mean a project that is constructed by a contractor and turned over to the purchaser in a ready-to-use condition

“Western Oregon” shall mean that part of the state of Oregon west of the Pacific Crest Trail
 “Western Washington” shall mean that part of the state of Washington west of the Pacific Crest Trail

3.2. Optional Letter of Intent

KCDA assumes no responsibility for delays caused by the US Postal Service or other delivery systems regarding the Letter of Intent or any other Contractor correspondence relating to this procurement.

The withdrawal may be accomplished by written request, signed by an authorized representative of Contractor, and sent via e-mail to www.bidquestions1@kcda.org, or delivered by USPS or courier to the street address in Section 3.1. Please include “IFB 12-415” in the subject line of any email sent concerning this bid. Responses will be returned at the Contractor’s expense. 3.9. Delivery of Responses


Each IFB Response is to be filed in a separate container and marked with the appropriate IFB name and time of opening. All IFB Responses must be at KCDA's office on or before the time shown in IFB SCHEDULE (Section 2) “Opening date of IFB” or they shall not be accepted. IFB Responses not received by the time and date specified shall be returned to the Contractor unopened at Contractor’s expense. Responses sent by facsimile, email, or arriving “postage due” shall not be accepted.
IFB Responses sent via Federal Express, Express Mail or other overnight delivery services must be sent to KCDA's street address and clearly marked with the IFB Number and description, “Attn: Purchasing Department”. Contractors assume all responsibility for the mode of dispatch selected. KCDA assumes no responsibility for delays caused by the delivery service.

3.10. Mandatory (M) Requirement Defined 

All requirements in IFB Sections 4, 5 and 6 are mandatory, and designated as “(M)”. A mandatory requirement is a minimum need that must be met by the Contractor. KCDA may eliminate from the evaluation process any Contractor not fulfilling any mandatory requirement or not providing an acceptable alternative. If Contractor wishes to propose an acceptable alternative, it must be explained in detail.  KCDA, at its sole discretion, will determine if the proposed alternative meets the intent of the original Mandatory requirement. Unless otherwise noted, all administrative requirements in this IFB are mandatory.

3.11. Errors in Contractor Response 

Contractors are liable for all errors or omissions contained in their Responses. Any erasures, interlineations or other corrections in the IFB Response must be initialed by the person or persons signing the Response. Contractors shall not be allowed to alter Response documents after the deadline for Response submission (Opening date of IFB). KCDA is not liable for any errors in Contractor Responses. KCDA reserves the right to contact the Contractor for clarification of Response contents. 

In those cases where it is unclear to what extent a requirement or price has been addressed, the Evaluation Team may, at their discretion and acting through the IFB Coordinator, contact a responding Contractor to clarify specific points in the Response submitted. However, under no circumstances shall the responding Contractor be allowed to make changes to the proposed items after the deadline stated for receipt of Responses.
3.12. Amendments/Addenda 

KCDA reserves the right to change the IFB SCHEDULE (SECTION 2) or other portions of this IFB at any time. KCDA may correct errors in the IFB document identified by KCDA or a Contractor. Any changes or corrections shall be by one or more written amendment(s), dated, and shall be issued to all prospective proposers known to KCDA to have received the IFB document. The amendment document shall be attached to and made a part of this IFB document. All changes must be authorized and issued by the IFB Coordinator and posted on the KCDA Web site. 

3.13. Incorporation Of Documents Into Contract 

This IFB document and Contractor's Response shall be incorporated into any resulting KCDA Contract.

3.14. No Best and Final Offer 

KCDA reserves the right to make an award without further discussion of the Response submitted; i.e., there will be no best and final offer procedure associated with selecting the “Successful Contractor”(s). Therefore, the Contractor’s Response should be submitted on the most favorable terms that the Contractor can offer.

After the award, KCDA members may negotiate with awarded Contractor (s) for a lower offer if it is in the best interests of the member. If a lower price is negotiated, the Contractor proposal must state the pricing was negotiated.

3.15. Contract Requirements 

To be responsive, Contractors must indicate a willingness to enter into a Contract substantially the same as those terms and conditions included in this IFB document. Any specific areas of dispute with the terms and conditions must be identified in Contractor's Response (TAB 8) and may, at the sole discretion of KCDA, be grounds for disqualification from further consideration in the award of a final contract. 

Under no circumstances is a Contractor to submit their own standard contract terms and conditions as a response to this IFB. Instead, Contractor must review and identify the language in this IFB that Contractor finds problematic, state the issue, and propose the language or contract modification which the Contractor is requesting. All of Contractor’s exceptions to the contract terms and conditions must be submitted within Contractor’s Response in TAB 8. KCDA expects the final contract signed by the “Successful Contractor”(s) to be substantially the same as all contract requirements of this IFB. 

The foregoing should not be interpreted to prohibit either party from proposing additional contract terms and conditions during negotiation of the final contract. 

Invitation for Bid (IFB) Mandatory Requirements are not negotiable.

The “Successful Contractor”(s) shall be expected to execute the contract within ten (10) business days of its receipt of the final contract. If the selected Contractor fails to sign the contract within the allotted ten (10) days time frame, KCDA may elect to cancel the award, and award the contract to the next ranked Contractor, or cancel or reissue this IFB. Contractor’s submission of a Response to this IFB constitutes acceptance of these contract requirements.

3.16. No Costs Chargeable 

No costs chargeable to the proposed Contract may be incurred before receipt of a fully executed Contract

3.17. Rejection Of Any Or All Responses
The KCDA reserves the right to accept or reject any or all IFB Responses and to waive informalities or irregularities in the IFB or the IFB process. KCDA reserves the right to cancel or reissue this IFB at any time without obligation or liability.
3.18. Public Record: 

All IFB Responses submitted to this invitation shall become the property of KCDA and will become a matter of public record, available for review, subsequent to the award notification.  Bids may be viewed at KCDA at the address on the cover letter of the IFB document, under the supervision of a KCDA Purchasing staff member from 8:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. Monday through Friday. 

3.19. Proprietary Information

Any document(s) or information which the Contractor believes is exempt from public disclosure under The Public Disclosure Act (RCW 42.17.310), or under The Uniform Trade Secrets Act (RCW 19.108.010) shall be clearly identified by Contractor and placed in a separate envelope marked with IFB number, Contractor’s name, and the words “Proprietary Information” along with a statement of the basis for such claim of exemption. KCDA’s sole responsibility shall be limited to maintaining the above data in a secure area and to notify Contractor of any request(s) for disclosure within a period of five (5) years from date of award. The requested information will be released to the requester unless Contractor obtains a court order enjoining that disclosure. If Contractor fails to obtain the court order enjoining disclosure, KCDA will release the requested information on the date specified.

Failure to so label such materials or failure to provide a timely response after notice of request for public disclosure has been given shall be deemed a waiver by the Contractor of any claim that such information was, in fact, so exempt.

3.20. Waive Minor Administrative Irregularities

KCDA reserves the right to waive minor administrative irregularities or irregularities contained in any Contractor Response. Additionally, KCDA reserves the right, at its sole option, to make corrections to the Contractors' Responses when an obvious arithmetical error has been made in the price quotation. Contractors shall not be allowed to make changes to their quoted price after the Response submission deadline.

3.21. Binding Contract
It is understood that the offer represented by a Contractor and an award made by the KCDA Board of Directors to the “Successful Contractor”(s), forms a binding contract. KCDA, under certain circumstances, will allow the assignment of contracts; however, no assignment can occur to another entity without written agreement from KCDA.

3.22. Estimated Quantities
KCDA estimates considerable activity resulting from this solicitation. KCDA makes no guarantee or commitment of any kind concerning quantities that will actually be purchased. KCDA makes no guarantee or commitment of any kind regarding usage of any contracts resulting from this solicitation. 
3.23. Contract Period
This IFB will be awarded as an contract for the initial term of one (1) year ( October 20, 2011 until October 17, 2012) with an additional (3) optional renewals of 1 (one) year each from the date of KCDA Board acceptance.

3.24. Ordering Schedule
KCDA may submit orders against IFB 12-415 once a contract(s) has/have been established by the KCDA Board of Directors. KCDA reserves the right to place orders anytime, for any amount, during the contract period.

3.25. KCDA Non Discrimination Statement
Contractors who desire to provide KCDA with equipment, supplies and/or professional services must comply with the following Non Discrimination requirements. During the performance of this contract, the Contractor agrees as follows:

· Contractor shall comply with all Local, State and Federal Laws prohibiting discrimination with regard to race, creed, color, national origin, sex, marital status, age or the presence of any sensory, mental or physical handicap.

· The Contractor shall not discriminate against any employees or applicant for employment because of race, creed, color, national origin, sex, marital status, age or the presence of any sensory, mental or physical handicap.

· The Contractor shall, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the Contractor, state that all qualified applicants shall receive consideration for employment without regard to race, creed, color, national origin, sex, marital status, age or the presence of any sensory, mental or physical handicap.

· The Contractor shall send to each labor union or representative of workers with which he/she has a collective bargaining agreement or other contract or understanding, a notice, to be provided by the agency contracting officer, advising the labor union or workers' representative of the Contractor’s affirmative action commitments, and shall post copies of the notice in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for employment.

· Any Contractor who is in violation of these requirements, or an applicable non discrimination program shall be barred forthwith from receiving contract awards or any purchase orders from KCDA.

3.26. No Response
If no offer is to be submitted at this time, do not return this IFB. A letter should be forwarded to KCDA advising whether future IFB’s of this type are desired. Failure of the recipient to notify KCDA of the Contractor’s intentions may result in removal of the firm’s name from the IFB or BID list.

3.27. Awards
The contract resulting from this IFB shall be awarded by the KCDA Board of Directors to no more than one (1) proposing responsible Contractor who: (1) meets all the requirements of this IFB, and (2) offers the lowest responsive bid. The KCDA Board may reject any or all IFB Response award recommendations. 
3.28. Contractor Bid Pricing

Responding Contractors shall propose pricing based on price “per square foot” for complete installation, products and materials, warranty, and all associated services, as further described in IFB Sections 5, 6, and 7.  If Proposing Contractor has existing cooperative contracts in place (including any with KCDA), KCDA requests equal or better-than pricing to be submitted.

3.29. Signature Page
IFB Responses require that the firm name, address and telephone number be entered on the signature page of the Response. It is further required that IFB Responses be submitted typed or printed with permanent ink. Each IFB Response must be signed in longhand by the person duly authorized to sign IFB response documents and to bind the Contractor contractually. (Reference TAB 1).

3.30. F.O.B. Shipments & Exceptions
Prices must be quoted NET, F.O.B. destination including the unloading of the products and materials. 
Proposing Contractors shall be allowed to propose a mileage differential which may be added to their “per square foot” pricing formula for any installation of a Sports Field Drainage System that is performed outside Western Washington or Western Oregon. Pricing within Western Washington and Western Oregon must be at the rates proposed. 

No charges shall be allowed for special handling, packing, wrapping, bags, containers etc.

3.31. Washington State Sales Tax
Washington State sales taxes are not to be included in any items on this IFB, but shall be added at the time of invoicing. All other taxes, including but not limited to any excise or business and occupation must be included in your IFB Response price. The only taxes KCDA will pay upon invoice are the Washington State Sales tax.

3.32. Protest Procedures 

Contractors that have submitted a Response to this IFB are eligible to file a protest after an award has been made by the KCDA Board of Directors. Protests must be made in writing to KCDA in accordance with the “Protest Procedures” contained in Attachment B.
3.33. Process
In accordance with applicable laws, rules and regulations for public purchasing, an award shall be made to one  Contractor whose responses is determined to be the most advantageous to KCDA and its participating agencies. To qualify for evaluation, the response must have been submitted on time, satisfy all the administrative requirements of this IFB, and meet all mandatory IFB requirements.

Qualified Responses shall be evaluated and a recommendation for award of contract shall be made to the KCDA Board of Directors. The basis for evaluation and subsequent recommendation of contact award is defined in IFB Section 8. 
3.34. Product Toxicity Reports
Hazardous chemical communication
In order to comply with WAC 296 62 054, Hazard Communication, all IFB Responses offering products on this IFB that contain any toxic chemicals that may be harmful to the end user, must submit a Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) on the State of Washington form as provided by law with the IFB Response. Contractor shall list any web site address where an MSDS can be obtained.

Any hazardous material tax must be included in the price of the product in the IFB Response. KCDA will not be held responsible for any additional taxes (other than Washington State Sales Tax) and will not pay them if noted as separate line item on invoices.

3.35. Bidder Financial Responsibility
KCDA has the right to request financial information from the Contractor’s banking reference, or any other source available to KCDA, in order to evaluate the ability of the Contractor to meet the terms and conditions of any and all contracts that may be established by acceptance of the offer contained in the IFB Response. KCDA reserves the right to reject any or all IFB Responses unable to prove they are financially able to provide the quantity and quality of service and systems they have offered in response to this IFB.

3.36. Minority And Women Owned Businesses
KCDA encourages all minority and women owned businesses to participate in the IFB process. Washington State law does not allow KCDA to provide any financial advantage for minority and women owned businesses who participate, however, KCDA believes that a diverse range of suppliers benefits all.

3.37. Bid Opening: 

Bids shall be opened at the time and place, and in the manner designated in this document.  The name of each vendor shall be publicly read and recorded in the presence of witnesses.  The remainder of the documents will be available for viewing but will not be read aloud at the opening because of time.  Vendors need to make appointment times in advance by contacting the IFB Coordinator by e-mail or phone.  Scheduled appointment times are necessary in order to schedule KCDA to be present when Contractor submissions are reviewed.  

3.38. Bidder Acceptance Period:

In order to allow the opportunity for KCDA to evaluate and receive documentation, the IFB requires that the IFB Responses be valid and irrevocable for sixty (60) days after opening time and date.

4. (M) CONTRACTOR QUALIFICATIONS

4.2.5. Not be disqualified from bidding on any public works contract under RCW 39.06.010 or 39.12.065(3).  This documentation must be submitted with bid.

4.2.6. Must not have violated new off-site item requirements more than once as determined by L&I.

4.2.7. Submit information per Washington ESB 2805 (effective September 1, 2010) about off-site, prefabricated, nonstandard, project specific items produced under the bid and outside of Washington to L&I.  Off-site, prefabricated, nonstandard, project specific items are defined as:

4.2.7.1. Made primarily of architectural or structural precast concrete, fabricated steel, pipe and pipe systems, or sheet metal and sheet metal duct work;

If the customer is not valid, the Purchasing Agent shall determine if the customer can participate in the KCDA contract and contact the Contractor’s customer to give them instructions on the paperwork which needs to be submitted.

6.1.2. (M) The awarded Contractor shall submit a signed and dated proposal to KCDA’s member in accordance with the pricing awarded under this IFB, or if pricing has been negotiated due to quantity discounts to the customer, the price must be noted as negotiated and negotiated price must be less than the firm price quoted in the Contractor’s IFB Response for individual systems. 

6.1.3. (M) All Systems purchased must include the KCDA 2% service fee as a part of the price to the customer. The service fee is not to be added as a separate line item on the purchase proposal. 6.1.5. (M) KCDA shall date stamp receipt of order as proof of receipt and approval. A copy shall be kept on file at KCDA.

6.1.6. (M) KCDA shall forward the KCDA stamped approved member purchase order to the Contractor within 48 hours of receipt of member order.

6.1.7. (M) Installation shall not commence for any customer using the KCDA contracts without an approved purchase order number from KCDA.

6.1.8. (M) If the Sports Field Drainage System is directly purchased, and has been installed and passed customer acceptance, Contractor shall invoice customer for the System.

6.1.9. (M) Orders processed against this contract with Contractor customers who are not KCDA members or without a purchase order from KCDA are in violation of IFB #12-415 and contract specifications. Contractors not following proper procedures may be removed from consideration for future awards.
6.1.10. Alternate Proposals for order processing must be submitted at time of IFB Response and may or may not be considered in the award evaluation.

7. PRICING 

7.1.  Services 

The Contractor's Response shall include a completed set of Financial Response Forms (TAB-3). For the Contractor to be responsive, all sections must be completely filled out. This document, along with the Schedule A-Price List (TAB-9) is the Contractor’s price response.
A copy of the Schedule A - Price List shall be included in Electronic Form on MS Excel spreadsheet. This spreadsheet may not be locked or protected. Submitted Electronic Price List must include the proposing Contractor’s company name, name of the IFB, and date on CD. Prices listed will be used to establish the extent of the contractor’s products services, warranties, etc. that are available from a particular IFB response and the pricing per item or service.

7.2. Price List
7.2.1. Sports Field Drainage System Installation Price

Responding Contractors shall bid pricing for installation of Sports Field Drainage Systems in Schedule A - Price List (TAB-9) based on a price per square foot for the complete service of installation, warranty, and all associated services in each of the two (2) primary service areas (Western Washington and Western Oregon). 
For each of the two primary service areas the Contractor shall provide four (4) price bids based on increasing categories of total square footage (i.e., 15,000 - 50,000 square feet; 50,001 to 100,000 square feet; 100,001 to 200,000 square feet, and; 200,001 and over square feet). These prices shall include all elements of recurring and non-recurring costs required to install and otherwise complete a fully functional Sports Field Drainage System, including but not limited to materials, parts, shipping charges, rentals, Service Fees, contractor licensing, taxes (with exception of state sales tax), travel, lodging, meals, and incidentals.
Bidding Contractors shall be allowed to bid an optional Price Differential “per mile” charge for any purchaser installation that is outside Western Washington or Western Oregon. In calculating the price for each installation subject to the optional Price Differential, the Contractor shall use that combination of service area (Western Oregon or Washington) and mileage which results in the most favorable total price for the purchaser. Bidding Contractor shall indicate the point from which all mileage will be measured.
7.2.2. Additional Optional Services 
The Contractor may propose rates for other services that it considers appropriate or incidental to the scope of this IFB. Table 2 of Attachment A:  (Sample Schedule A; Price List) includes a list of possible services. The Contractor should not consider this list mandatory or all inclusive.  Additional Optional Services may include any service related to this response, and should be listed in the Contractor’s bid under Schedule A - Price List, Table 2. KCDA may, at its sole option, include these services in the final contract. Optional Services may not be offered independent of a Drainage System installation project. These services may only be offered to the purchaser in conjunction with the sale and installation of a Drainage System. All final pricing to purchaser shall include the KCDA 2% Service Fee.
7.2.3. Schedule A  - Price List 
The Schedule A - Price List (TAB-9) shall be submitted in both a printed copy in the Response and on the bidding Contractor’s accompanying CD in electronic format as a MS Excel spreadsheet.  This pricing must be inclusive all elements of recurring and non-recurring costs required to install and otherwise complete a fully functional Sports Field Drainage System, including, but not limited to, materials, parts, shipping charges, rentals, Service Fees, contractor licensing, taxes (with exception of state sales tax), travel, lodging, meals, and incidentals,
If required components are missing from any “price per square foot” quoted in the Price List, Contractor shall provide these components to the Purchaser at no cost. Failure to identify all costs in a manner consistent with the instructions in this IFB is sufficient grounds for disqualification. At minimum, the Price List shall include the following: 

1. Contractor’s Price per square foot for installation in Western Washington

2. Contractor’s Price per square foot for installation in Western Oregon

Price List may optionally contain the following:

1. Per mile price differential, if any, for installation  Outside Western Washington and Western  Oregon

2. Additional Services

Pricing shall include the KCDA 2% Service Fee.

All terms on the Price List must be compatible with the terms of this IFB and the subsequent Contract. 

7.3.  Financial Evaluation Model 

The financial evaluation shall be based upon Contractor responses to TAB-3 – Financial Response Forms. The field sizes used in the TAB-3 “Contractor Pricing Model” are for evaluation purposes only; and do not represent any actual or anticipated purchases by KCDA or KCDA members.
Contractor’s response must include the completed “Financial Response Forms” in both an electronic format as an MS Excel spreadsheet, and printed as TAB-3. Do not include taxes in the Financial Response Form. Contractor must collect and report all applicable state taxes. 

8. EVALUATION
8.1. Evaluation Methodology 

The “Successful Contractor” shall be the one (1) proposing responsible Contractor who: (1) meets all the mandatory requirements of this IFB and (2) is the lowest responsible bidder. 

8.2. The Evaluation Process 

8.2.1. Basis for Evaluation 

The Financial sections of the response shall be evaluated only on the basis of the Contractor's response. The Contractor Qualifications shall be evaluated based on the Contractor’s response to Contractor Qualifications requirements and customer references (pass/fail). The Services, Installation, and Support requirements shall be evaluated on a pass/fail basis. The evaluation of these sections shall be based on the information available in the Contractor's response. 
8.2.2. Evaluation Teams 

The IFB Coordinator and an Evaluation Team of qualified personnel shall perform the evaluation procedures. 

8.2.2.1. IFB Coordinator 

The IFB Coordinator shall verify that the response is complete, that all mandatory requirements have been met, and evaluate any Contractor proposed changes to the terms and conditions. 

8.2.2.2. Services and Contractor Qualifications 

The Evaluation Team shall review the Contractor’s IFB Response, and shall evaluate customer references. 

8.2.2.3. Financial Evaluation 

The Evaluation Team shall validate all financial elements of the Contractor’s IFB Response, and conduct the financial evaluation according to the predetermined Evaluation Criteria. 

8.3. Administrative Screening 

All responses shall be reviewed by the IFB Coordinator to determine compliance with Administrative and Mandatory requirements as specified in this IFB. Only responses meeting the Administrative and Mandatory requirements shall be further evaluated.

8.4. Services and Contractor Qualifications Evaluation 

8.4.1. Services 

The Evaluation Team shall evaluate responses that successfully complete the Administrative and Mandatory Screening. Evaluation will be on a pass/fail basis.
In those cases where it is unclear to what extent a requirement has been addressed, the Evaluation Team may, at their discretion and acting through the IFB Coordinator, contact a responding Contractor to clarify specific points in a response submitted. However, under no circumstances shall the responding Contractor be allowed to make changes to the proposed items after the deadline stated for receipt of responses. 

8.4.2. Contractor Qualifications 

Evaluation of the Contractor’s Qualifications shall be based on the Contractor’s response to IFB Section 4 mandatory requirements and the results of the Evaluation Team’s review of the Contractor’s customer references. Evaluation will be on a pass/fail basis.
8.5. Financial Evaluation 

The Evaluation Team shall evaluate all Responses that successfully complete the Administrative Screening and the Services and Contractor Qualifications Evaluation process. The evaluation team shall review all computations, verify that the pricing used on the Response Forms in TAB-3 is consistent with the prices provided by the Contractor in the Schedule A  - Price List, and calculate the totals to determine the lowest bidder. 

In those cases where it is unclear to what extent a financial requirement has been addressed, the Financial Evaluation Team may, at their discretion and acting through the IFB Coordinator, contact a responding Contractor to clarify specific points in the Response submitted. However, under no circumstances shall the responding Contractor be allowed to make changes to prices quoted in their Response. 

8.5.1. Pricing Forms 

The Contractor's response must include a completed copy of each form provided in TAB-3 or an identical format. The Evaluation Team shall review all mathematical computations and shall calculate the final totals to determine the lowest bidder. 

These prices should not include taxes.

Bidders have the right to Protest certain decisions in the bid and award process that are made by the KCDA. Whether concerns are about a Request for Proposal process (RFP) or an Initiation for Bid (IFB), the following KCDA Protest Procedures will apply; the term “bids” shall apply to both.

A. Table of Contents:
· An Inquiry or a notice of intent to Protest does not constitute a Protest
· Before the Bid Deadline
· After the Bid Deadline
· Form and Content for Protests
· Appeals
Inquiry or Intention does not constitute a Protest:

A notice to KCDA Purchasing that a company intends to Protest does not reserve the right to Protest. You must actually file a Protest within the required deadlines, and following the proper format. A casual inquiry, complaint, or a Protest that does not provide the facts and issues, and/or does not comply with the form, content or deadlines herein, will not be considered or acted upon as a Protest. 

B. Protest on items known or that should have been known before the bid deadline:
· Certain concerns must be filed before bids are due. Any matter known - or that should have been known - before the bid deadline, must be submitted to the RFP/IFB Coordinator in writing as soon as practical, and a least three business days before the bid deadline.
· Such matters include, but are not limited to:
a. Complaints about decisions or events that occurred before the bids were due,
b.  Complaints about the bid specifications, minimum qualifications, or any aspect of the bid that is alleged to unduly constrain competition,
c. Complaints that questions were not fully or properly addressed by the RFP Coordinator,
d. Complaints that the bid did not provide adequate information or contained improper criteria, or
e. Any other matter known or that should have been known, to interested bidders by reading the IFB or RFP.
· Protest over such matters will not be accepted after the bid deadline.
C. Protest on items known after bid deadline:
a. Bidders have the right to Protest:
· Rejection of a bidder as Nonresponsive or Not Responsible;
· Rejection of a bidder into a “short list” for interviews, if applicable;
· Award or Proposed Award\
b. Who may protest: After the bid deadline, only vendors that submitted a bid are eligible to protest.
c. Grounds for Protest: Only Protests alleging an issue concerning the following g subjects shall be considered:
1. A matter of bias, discrimination, or conflict of interest
2. Errors in computing score; and/or
3. Non-compliance with procedures described in the solicitation or KCDA policy.
d. Protest Deadlines: Protests must be filed within the following deadlines to assure KCDA consideration.
· The RFP/IFB Coordinator will announce rejection of a bid for responsiveness or responsibility. This announcement will go to the affected Bidder. Protest concerning rejection must be filed with the RFP/IFB Coordinator or the KCDA Purchasing Manager within two business days after the Coordinator announcement that the Bidder has been rejected to assure consideration.
· When solicitations intend to “short list” bidders for interviews and/or demonstrations, the RFP/IFB Coordinator will announce which Bidders have been selected to proceed. Protest concerning those decisions must be filed with the RFP/IFB Coordinator or the KCDA Purchasing Manager within three business days after the Coordinator announcement to assure consideration.
· The “Award” shall be made by the KCDA Board of Directors during their scheduled meeting. Protests regarding award decisions must be made to RFP/IFB Coordinator or the KCDA Purchasing Manager within two business days of the Award by the KCDA Board of Directors to assure considerations.
The RFP/IFB Coordinator shall make efforts to distribute the announcement to the affected bidders(s), such as posting on the KCDA Web Site or mailing/emailing the notice to the affected bidder(s). However, it is the Bidders’ responsibility to seek out and obtain the announcement from the KCDA in a timely manner. The KCDA is not responsible for assuring the Bidders have learned of the announcement in time to file a Protest.

e. Protest Form And Content:
All Protests shall be in writing and state that the bidder is submitting a formal Protest. Protests must be filed with the RFP/IFB Coordinator or the KCDA Purchasing Manager. Deliveries by hand, mail or FAX are acceptable. The KCDA is not responsible to assure the Protest is received by the RFP/IFB Coordinator or the KCDA Purchasing Manager within the Protest deadlines. If KCDA does not receive the Protest in a timely manner, the Protest will be rejected.

Failure to provide the following information can result in rejection of your Protest if the materials are not sufficient for the KCDA to adequately consider the nature of your Protest:

1. Company name, mailing address, phone number, FAX, email address, and name of the company individual responsible for submission of the Protest:
2. Specify the KCDA Solicitation Number and title;
3. State the specific action or decision Protested;
4. Indicate the basis for the Protest including specific facts and any relevant documents;
5. Indicate what relief or corrective action you believe that KCDA should make;
6. Demonstrate that you made every reasonable effort within the bid schedule to resolve the issue, including asking questions, attending the pre-bid conference, seeking clarifications, requesting addenda, and otherwise alerting the KCDA to an perceived problems; and
7. Signed by an authorized agent of the company.
f. Protest Process
Upon receipt of a protest, KCDA will acknowledge receipt of the protest in writing either by mail, fax or email. The only time an acknowledgement is not sent will be if the protest is summarily dismissed. The protesting bidder may be contacted and requested to meet with KCDA in order to review the protest. 

The KCDA RFP/IFB Coordinator will review the Protest. All available facts will be considered and the RFP/IFB Coordinator shall issue a final decision. This decision shall be delivered in writing by e-mail, FAX, or mailed notice to the Protesting bidder.

Each written determination of the Protest shall:

1. Find the Protest lacking in merit and uphold the KCDA action; or
2. Find only immaterial or harmless errors in the KCDA acquisition process and therefore reject the Protest; or
3. Find merit in the Protest and proceed with appropriate action, which may include, but is not limited to rejecting all bids or retabulating bids.
If the KCDA RFP/IFB Coordinator finds the Protest without merit, KCDA may continue with the bid process or enter into a contract with the apparent successful contractor if the contract has not been previously signed. If the Protest is determined to have merit, one of the alternatives noted in the preceding paragraph will be taken.

Appeals of protest ruling must be made in the following order: 

1. KCDA Purchasing Manager, 
2. KCDA Executive Director 
3. KCDA Board of Directors.
Nothing herein shall diminish the authority of the KCDA Purchasing to enter into a contract, whether a Protest action or intent to Protest has been issued or otherwise.

ATTACHMENT D: KCDA GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR IFB 12-415
Sports Field Drainage Systems

Advertising: Contractor shall not advertise or publish information concerning this contract prior to the award being announced by KCDA.  Once the award is made, the contractor may advertise to the KCDA members that products/services are available.  Contractor shall submit ad copy to KCDA for review and approval prior to issuance.

Applicable Law: The laws of the various states shall govern this contract.  Suits pertaining to this contract may be brought only in courts in the County and State as prescribed by the KCDA member.  Both parties agree that the Uniform Commercial Code, as adopted by the State of the KCDA member, shall fully apply.  Contractor shall comply with any and all laws, whether local, state, federal, or otherwise, applicable to any aspect of the work to be performed in relation to the contract.  It shall be Contractor’s responsibility to determine the applicability and requirements of any such laws and to abide by them.  

Assignment: No right or interest in this contract shall be assigned or transferred by the contractor without prior written permission by KCDA, and no delegation of any duty of the contractor shall be made without prior written permission by KCDA. KCDA shall not unreasonably withhold approval and shall notify the contractor within fifteen (15) days of receipt of written notice by the contractor.

Audit Rights: In accordance with applicable law of KCDA or KCDA’s members, the contractor’s books and pertinent related records related to this contract may be audited at a reasonable time and place. 

Authority: This solicitation, as well as any resultant agreement, is issued under the general authority of the State laws of Washington (see also Procurement Code).  In addition, any relevant School District Procurement Rules published by the State Board of Education, are considered part of this contract. Cooperative Purchasing Agreements between the KCDA and KCDA Members, (and if applicable Associate Members), have been established under state law of the state in which the KCDA member exists. Further, the solicitation, as well as any resultant agreement,  is issued as a Joint Cooperative Procurement, as defined under Oregon State law, ORS 279a.200(1).
Awarding of Contract: KCDA will award the contract to one (1) vendor who is the lowest responsive and responsible bidder meeting bid terms, conditions and pricing criteria; to reject any or all bids in whole or in part, to waive any minor formalities or irregularities in any bids, and to accept bids, which in its discretion and according to law may be in the best interest of its members.  A response to this solicitation is an offer to contract with KCDA and its members in the states of Washington and Oregon, based upon the terms, conditions, and scope of work and specifications contained in this invitation.  A solicitation does not become a contract unless and until it is accepted by KCDA.  A contract is formed when the awarded vendor submits a signature form enclosed with the IFB and the KCDA Board approves eliminating the need for a formal signing of a separate contract. Award notification will be sent to all bidders within 24 hours of Board approval.

Bid Bond:  A Bid Bond is required between each KCDA purchaser and the Contractor. The bond must accurately represent the full value of the project.

Bonding:  Performance and Payment Bonds are required for Public Works Projects exceeding $35,000 in the State of Washington, and exceeding $100,000 in the State of Oregon. The Performance and Payment bond must be in place at the time a contract between a KCDA purchaser and the Contractor is executed. 

Building Codes:  Pricing must reflect current building codes in effect on the bid submission date.  If building code requirements (i.e. IBC 2006 changing to 2009) change during the term of the contract and the requirements affect pricing changes,  the awarded vendor has the right to submit the price changes in writing with appropriate documentation backup listing the date the requirement goes into effect KCDA will allow the price increase. 

Cancellation: KCDA reserves the right to cancel the whole or any part of this contract due to failure by the contractor to carry out any obligation, term or condition of the contract.  KCDA/KCDA member will issue written notice to the contractor for acting or failing to act in any of the following:  

1. The contractor provides material that does not meet the specifications of the contract; 

2. The contractor fails to adequately perform the services set forth in the specifications of the contract; 
3. The contractor fails to complete the work required or to furnish the materials required within a reasonable amount of time; 
4. The contractor fails to make progress in the performance of the contract and/or gives  KCDA or a KCDA member reason to believe that the contractor will not or cannot perform to the requirements of the contract; 
5. The contractor fails to observe any of the terms and conditions of the contract; 
6. The contractor fails to follow the established procedure for purchase orders, invoices and receipt of funds as stipulated by KCDA.
Each party shall follow the following procedure if the contract is to be terminated:

Step 1
Issue a warning letter outlining the violations and state the length of time (10 days in most states) to correct the problem(s).

Step 2
Issue a letter of intent to cancel contract, if the problem(s) is not resolved by a given date.

Step 3
Issue letter to cancel contract.

Upon receipt of the written notice of concern, the contractor shall have ten (10) business days to provide a satisfactory response to KCDA and its member.  Failure on the part of the contractor to address adequately all issues of concern may result in contract cancellation.  

Contractor may cancel this contract upon ninety-day (90) written notice to KCDA prior to the intended termination date.  Any termination shall have no effect on projects that are in progress at the time the cancellation is received by KCDA.

KCDA and its members reserve the right to immediately cancel the contract without penalty or recourse, in whole or in part, when KCDA determines that action to be in the best interest of KCDA members.  Contractor shall be entitled to receive just and equitable compensation in accordance with applicable contract pricing for work in progress, work completed and materials accepted before the effective date of the cancellation.  

KCDA reserves the right to cancel, or suspend the use thereof, any contract resulting from this IFB if the contractor files for bankruptcy protection, or is acquired by an independent third party.

Captions, Headings and Illustrations: The captions, illustrations, headings and subheadings in this solicitation are for convenience, enjoyment and ease of perusal only and in no way define, limit or describe the scope or intent of the request.

Certificate of Insurance: Prior to commencing services under this contract, successful bidder shall procure and maintain during the life of this agreement, comprehensive public liability insurance, to include automobile liability, providing limits of not less than $2,000,000 per occurrence.  Evidence of the required insurance shall be provided by means of a certificate of insurance naming KCDA as the certificate holder. The Certificate of Insurance needs to be provided to KCDA within 10 days of award of the bid.  In addition, bidder must provide a certificate of insurance to the KCDA member prior to beginning work and meeting their specific certificate of insurance requirements. Prior to commencing any work, any subcontractor shall procure and maintain at its own expense until final acceptance of the work, insurance coverage in a form and from insurers acceptable to the prime contractor.  All subcontractors will provide worker’s compensation insurance, which waives all subrogation rights against the prime contractor and KCDA Member. 

Successful bidder shall also procure and maintain during the life of this agreement, workers' compensation insurance for all of contractor’s employees engaged in work under the contract.  All workers' compensation insurance will be in compliance with applicable state statute and evidenced by a certificate of insurance.

Certification: By signature in the bid section of the Contract Award page, the contractor certifies: 

7. The submission of the bid did not involve collusion or other anti-competitive practices; 
8. The contractor shall not discriminate against any employee, or applicant for employment in violation of Federal and State Laws (see Federal Executive Order 11246); 

9. The contractor has not given, offered to give, nor intends to give at any time hereafter any economic opportunity, future employment, gift, loan, gratuity, special discount, trip, favor or service to a public servant in connection with the submitted bid; and 

10. The contractor agrees to promote and offer to KCDA and its members only those materials and/or services as stated in and allowed under resultant contract(s) as the KCDA contract items.

Christian Doctrine: Any clause required by rule or regulation to be included in this contract will be read as if in this contract, whether or not physically included.

Combination Pricing:  Offers with combination pricing shall clearly identify items covered by discount(s) and those with fixed prices.  Prices for such contracts shall be adjusted as identified for the appropriate contract type above. 

Contractor Contact:  Contractor will designate specific contact individuals by state or location (i.e. Foreman, Project Manager) who will represent the various modular projects for KCDA members during the agreement period.  These contact persons will correspond with each ordering KCDA member for technical assistance, problems, or questions that may arise.  This information may be distributed to KCDA members upon award of this bid.

Contractor’s Price List: The contractor shall furnish KCDA with copies of the approved price list to facilitate KCDA Members in placing orders. The price list needs to include the 2% KCDA service fee so the service fee is transparent to KCDA customers.

Cooperative Purchasing Contracts: The Contractor agrees all prices, terms, warranties and benefits granted by the Contractor to KCDA members through this contract are comparable to or better than the equivalent terms being offered by the Contractor to any present customer meeting the same qualifications or requirement.  If the Contractor, during the term of this Contract, enters into arrangements with existing or potential KCDA members within the three (3) states (Washington and Oregon) provides greater benefits or terms that are more favorable directly to the KCDA entity, the Contractor agrees to notify KCDA of the agreement and offer the same pricing and terms to all KCDA members from that point forward to the end of the contract period.

Credit Hold: The bidder must agree not to place KCDA member on “credit hold” without 10-days advanced notice in writing, either by letter or facsimile. [KCDA believes it is better for the contractor if KCDA converses with the KCDA member; if a contractor places the KCDA member on credit hold, members that pay promptly are penalized.  If, on the other hand, KCDA places the offending KCDA member on “credit hold”, payment is more likely to result and only the offender is disciplined.]

Current Products: Products shall be new equipment, software, supplies in current production and marketed to the general public and/or educational/governmental agencies.

Default in One Installment to Constitute Total Breach: Contractor shall deliver conforming materials in each installment or lot of this contract and may not substitute nonconforming materials.  KCDA reserves the right to declare a breach of contract if the contractor delivers nonconforming materials to any KCDA member under this contract.

Delivery: It is desired that delivery be made within the agreed upon timelines of the KCDA member.  The contractor should list exceptions and communicate with both KCDA and the KCDA member in a timely so an alternative plan can be developed and the KCDA member is satisfied.  

Defective Goods: Contractor agrees to pay for return shipment on goods that arrive in a defective or inoperable condition.  Contractor must agree to arrange for return shipment of damaged goods.

Design Professional:  A design professional is not required to conduct the bid procedures.

Debarment and Suspension: By signature accepting Terms and Conditions, it is certified on behalf of the company and their key employees that neither the company nor its key employees have been proposed for debarment, debarred, or suspended by any State or Federal Agency within the last five years.

Discontinued products:  If a product or model is discontinued by the manufacturer, contractor may substitute a new product or model if the replacement product meets or exceeds the specifications and performance of the discontinued model, and does not impact installation price. 
Federal Requirements: Contractor agrees, when working on any federally assisted projects with more than $2,000 in labor costs, to comply with the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C. 327 et seq.) and all applicable sections of the act and the Department of Labor’s supplemental regulations (29 CFR parts 5 and 1926), the Civil Rights Act of 1964 as amended, the Davis-Bacon Act (Section 29, CFR Part 5), the Copeland “Anti-Kickback” Act (18 U.S.C. 874) as supplemented in the Department of Labor regulation (29 CFR part 3), and the Equal Opportunity Employment requirements of Executive Order 11246 as amended by Executive Order 11375 (Labor regulations (41 CFR Part 60)). In such projects, the contractor agrees to post wage rates at the work site and submit a copy of their payroll to the KCDA and the KCDA Member for their files. In addition, to comply with the Copeland Act, the contractor must submit weekly payroll records to KCDA and the KCDA Member. The contractor must keep records for three (3) years and allow the federal grantor agency access to these records, upon demand.  All federally assisted contracts to KCDA Members that exceed $10,000 may be terminated by the federal grantee for noncompliance by the contractor. In projects that are not federally funded, bidder must agree to meet any federal, state or local requirements, as necessary. In addition, if compliance with the federal regulations increases the contract costs beyond the agreed on costs in this solicitation, the additional costs may only apply to the portion of the work paid by the federal grantee. On all other projects, the prices must agree with this contract. Contractor shall comply with all applicable standards, orders, or requirements issued under Section 306 of the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C.) 187 [h], and the Federal Water Pollution Control Act as amended (33 U.S.C. 1251 et. Seq.); and, Executive Order 11738 and Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) regulations (40 CFR Part 15), which prohibit the use under non-exempt federal contracts, grants, or loans of facilities included in the EPA list of violated facilities

Fixed prices:  Fixed price offers shall include prices for any and all items.  Fixed prices shall be firm until each anniversary date of contract, unless there is an occurrence of one or more economic price adjustment contingencies outlined the bid.  If price adjustment contingencies occur, or not less than sixty (60) days prior to each contract anniversary date, Contractor may submit a fully documented request for price adjustment to KCDA and then to the KCDA member.  The documentation must substantiate that any requested price increase was clearly unpredictable at the time of bid submittal and results from an increased cost to Contractor that was out of Contractor’s control.

Fixed price review: Member Agency will review requests for fixed price adjustments to determine if the new prices or another option is in the KCDA’s member’s best interests.  New fixed prices shall apply to the contract upon approval from KCDA.  Price changes shall be a factor in contract renewal.

Force Majeure:  Except for payments of sums due, neither party shall be liable to the other, nor be deemed in default under this contract, if and to the extent that such party’s performance of this contract is prevented by reason of force majeure.  The term “force majeure” means an occurrence that is beyond the control of the party affected and occurs without its fault or negligence, including, but not limited to the following: acts of God; acts of the public enemy; war; riots; strikes; mobilization; labor disputes; civil disorders; fire; flood; snow; earthquakes; tornadoes or violent winds; hail storms; lockouts; injunctions-intervention-acts, or failures or refusals to act by government authority; and other similar occurrences beyond the control of the party declaring force majeure, which such party is unable to prevent by exercising reasonable diligence.  The force majeure shall be deemed to commence when the party declaring it notifies the other party of the existence of the force majeure, and shall be deemed to continue as long as the results or effects of the force majeure prevent the party from resuming performance in accordance with the contract.  Force majeure shall not include late deliveries of equipment or materials caused by congestion at a manufacturer’s plant or elsewhere, an oversold condition of the market, inefficiencies, or similar occurrences.  If either party is delayed at any time by force majeure, the delayed party shall notify the other party in writing of such delay within forty-eight (48) hours.

Form of contract:  The form of contract for this solicitation shall be the IFB, the signed signature page found in the IFB, the approval of the recommended IFB vendors by the KCDA Board of Directors and properly issued purchase orders referencing the IFB #.  If a firm submitting an IFB requires KCDA or the KCDA member to sign an additional contract, a copy of the proposed contract must be included with the IFB.
Funding Out Termination: 

If funds are not allocated to Purchaser to continue this Contract in any future period, Purchaser may terminate this Contract by ten (10) business day’s written notice to Contractor or work with Contractor to arrive at a mutually acceptable resolution of the situation. Purchaser will not be obligated to pay any further charges for Services including the net remainder of agreed to consecutive periodic payments remaining unpaid beyond the end of the then-current period. Purchaser agrees to notify Vendor in writing of such non-allocation at the earliest possible time. Purchaser further agrees make a best efforts attempt to obtain appropriate funds for payment of the contract. No penalty shall accrue to Purchaser in the event this section shall be exercised. This section shall not be construed to permit Purchaser to terminate this Contract in order to acquire similar Services from a third party.
Gratuities: KCDA may, by written notice, cancel this contract if it is found that gratuities, in the form of entertainment, gifts or otherwise, were offered or given by the contractor or any agent or representative of the contractor, to any employee of KCDA with a view toward securing a contract or with respect to the performance of this contact.  However, paying the expenses of normal business meals, which are generally made available to all eligible school and government employees, shall not be prohibited by this paragraph.

Improper Delivery: Unless contrary to other parts of this solicitation, if the goods or the tender of delivery fail in any respect to conform to this contract, the KCDA member may: 1) reject the whole; or 2) accept the whole; or 3) accept any commercial unit or units and reject the rest.

Indemnification: To the extent permitted by law, KCDA and KCDA members shall be indemnified and held harmless by contractor for its vicarious liability as a result of entering into this contract. Each party to the contract is responsible for its own negligence.

Leases and Rentals: There is no leasing or rental allowed in this IFB.

Legal Remedies: All claims and controversies shall be subject to the Procurement Code of the state in which the KCDA member resides.

Liens: All materials and services shall be free of all liens.

Licenses: Contractor shall maintain in current status all federal, state and local licenses, bonds, and permits required for the operation of the business conducted by the contractor.  Subcontractors generally used must be listed in the IFB documents so the KCDA customer can determine if the subcontractor is mutually acceptable to them.  Copies of current general contractor’s licenses must be submitted with the IFB document. The license must be valid in the states the work will be performed.   Any contractor using subcontractors must hold a current general contractor’s license, as required by law. Any additional licenses required by individual local jurisdictions must be obtained prior to the issuance of a contract for a specific project. Bidders must follow the requirements for the state in which the sale is made. 

Modification by member:  Contractor shall have no obligation with respect to any patent and copyright infringement claim based upon a KCDA member’s modification of equipment and/or software, or its operation or use with apparatus, data or programs not furnished by contractor.  However, one member’s action will not preclude Contractor’s obligation to others not having modified their equipment or software.

Money: All transactions are payable in U.S. currency only. 

Most Favored Customer:  

The Contractor agrees all prices, terms, warranties and benefits granted by the Contractor to KCDA members through this contract are comparable to or better than the equivalent terms being offered by the Contractor to any present customer meeting the same qualifications or requirement.  If the Contractor, during the term of this Contract, enters into arrangements with existing or potential KCDA members within the two (2) states (Washington and Oregon) providing greater benefits or terms that are more favorable to the KCDA entity, the Contractor agrees to notify KCDA of the agreement and offer the same pricing and terms to all KCDA members from that point forward to the end of the contract period. The Contractor must agree they will not provide an equal or lower cost to any state or multi-state contract for a volume less than that through KCDA.  

No Replacement of Defective Tender: Every tender of materials must fully comply with all provisions of this contract.  If tender is made which does not fully conform, this shall constitute a breach and contractor shall not have the right to substitute a conforming tender without written consent of all parties involved.
Novation: If the original contractor sells or transfers all assets or the entire portion of the assets used to perform this contract, a successor in interest must guarantee to perform all obligations under this contract.  KCDA reserves the right to recommend acceptance or rejection of the new party.  A simple change of name agreement will not change the contractual obligations of the contractor.
Overcharges by Antitrust Violations: KCDA maintains that, in actual practice, overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are borne by the purchaser.  Therefore, to the extent permitted by law, the contractor hereby assigns to KCDA and its members any and all claims for such overcharges as to the goods or services used to fulfill the contract.

Parole Evidence: This contract represents the final written expression of agreement.  All agreements are contained herein and no other agreements or representations that materially alter it are acceptable.

Patent and copyright indemnification: To the extent permitted by law, Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless KCDA, KCDA Board Members and KCDA Members against any liability, including costs and expenses, for infringement of any patent, trademark or copyright arising out of contract performance or use by KCDA, KCDA Board Members and KCDA members of materials furnished or work performed under this contract. KCDA and KCDA members shall reasonably notify contractor of any claim for which it may be liable under this paragraph.

Price: The contractor agrees that the cost for any item bid on this contract may vary by state due to   specific building code requirements (i.e. IBC 2006 vs.  pending IBC 2009).  If code requirements change which cause a change in pricing, the Contractor shall notify KCDA by submitting the pricing changes and the documentation from the State requiring the code change and effective date of code change. If the cost is lowered for any KCDA member, the cost will be lowered at the same time for all KCDA members for the same scope, size and value (if one KCDA member proposes to purchase a large volume of one product at one time and the contractor agrees to provide an additional discount that same discount would be available to any member).  

Prime Contractor: For the purpose of this IFB, a contractor will be considered a prime contractor and not a subcontractor.  Any contractor paid directly by KCDA is a prime contractor; a contractor pays a subcontractor.  Prime contractors using subcontractors are responsible for all actions of its subcontractors.

Procurement Code: The State Procurement Code in the state which the KCDA member resides, and to the extent they exist, the State Procurement Rules in the state which the KCDA member resides, and the KCDA Procurement Rules and Regulations are a part of this document.

Progress Payments: KCDA will permit its members to make progress payments under the following conditions: 

1.
The KCDA Member and the contractor agree to the terms of the progress payments prior to issuing a purchase order; 

2.
The purchase order describes the amounts to be paid and the date of payment; 

3.
KCDA has a satisfactory method of verifying progress described in writing in a letter or on the purchase order; 

4.
That payments will only be made when actual goods and/or services are verified/received; and 

5.
That any such payments be made in full compliance of KCDA and KCDA’s members board rules and any and all other applicable state rules and regulations.

Provisions Required By Law: Each and every provision of law and any clause required by law to be in the contract will be read and enforced as though it were included herein, and if through mistake or otherwise any such provision is not inserted, or is not correctly inserted, then upon application of either party the contract will forthwith be physically amended to make such insertion or correction.
Right to Assurance: Whenever one party to this contract in good faith has reason to question the other party’s intent to perform, he/she may demand that the other party give a written assurance of this intent to perform.  In the event that a demand is made and no written assurance is given within ten (10) days, the demanding party may treat this failure as an anticipatory repudiation of the contract.

Safety Measures: Contractors shall take all necessary precautions for the safety of employees on the worksite, and shall erect and properly maintain at all times, as required by job conditions and progress of the work, all necessary safeguards for the protection of the workers and public.  They shall post danger-warning signs against the hazards created by their operation and work in progress.  Proper precautions shall be taken pursuant to state law and standard construction practices in order to protect workers, the general public and existing structures from injury or damage.

Safety Standards: All items supplied on this contract shall comply with the current applicable Occupational Safety and Health Standards, the National Electric Code, and the National Fire Protection Association Standards.

Severability: The provisions of this contract are severable to the extent that any provision or application held to be invalid shall not affect any other provision or application of the contract that may remain in effect without the invalid provision or application.

Shipping Errors: Contractor agrees that shipping errors will be at the expense of the contractor.  For example, if a contractor ships a product to a KCDA member that was not ordered, it is the responsibility of the contractor to pay for return mail or shipment, at the convenience of the KCDA member.

Shipping Terms: Prices that include shipping to any location in the state, delivered to the specific receiving point as identified in the purchase order to the contractor, are preferred.  Contractor shall retain title and control of all goods until they are delivered and received.  All risk of transportation and all related charges shall be the responsibility of the contractor.  Shipping/freight costs shall clearly list on each state’s price page.  The contractor shall file all claims for visible or concealed damage.  KCDA or the KCDA member will notify the contractor and/or Freight Company promptly of any damaged goods and shall assist the freight company/contractor in arranging for inspection.  No F.O.B. vessel, car or other vehicle terms will be accepted.

Smoking: All contractors and subcontractors must adhere to local smoking policies when inside a building working on this contract. Smoking will only be permitted in posted areas, or off premises.

Suspension or Debarment Status: If within the past five () years, any bidder has been disbarred, suspended or otherwise lawfully precluded from participating in any public procurement activity with a federal, state or local government, the bidder must include a letter with its response or bid setting forth the name and address of the public procurement unit, the effective date of the suspension or debarment, the duration of the suspension or debarment, and the relevant circumstances relating to the suspension or debarment.  Any failure to supply such a letter or to not disclose in the letter all the pertinent information may result in the cancellation of any contract.  By signing the debarment paperwork provided in the IFB, the bidder certifies that no current suspension or debarment exists.

Tare: If the contractor requires the buyer to pay for shipping, the weight of the empty container and any material used for packing shall be of the lightest weight practical for safe delivery of the contents. 

Termination by KCDA: KCDA may cancel any contract secured by the IFB without any further obligation if any person significantly involved in initiating, negotiating, securing, drafting, or creating the contract on behalf of KCDA is or becomes, at any time while the contract or any extensions of the contract is in effect, an employee of, or a consultant to any other party to this contract with respect to the subject matter of the contract.  Such cancellation shall be effective when the parties to this contract receive written notice from KCDA, unless the notice specifies a later time.  Cancellation by one member does not require other KCDA members to cancel their contracts.
Title and Risk of Loss: The title and risk of loss of material or service shall not pass to the procurement unit purchasing the material or services until it actually receives the material or service at the point of delivery, unless otherwise provided within this document. Title to goods will transfer at payment in full.

Vendor contract documents:  KCDA will review proposed vendor contract documents. Vendor’s contract document shall not become part of the KCDA contract with vendor unless and until an authorized representative of KCDA reviews it.

PURCHASING OF SPORTS FIELD DRAINAGE SYSTEMS

(COMPLETE AND RETURN WITH IFB RESPONSE OR RESPONSE WILL BE DISQUALIFIED)

The following pages, along with the “KCDA General Terms and Conditions For IFB 12-415”, IFB, and the Contractor’s IFB Response, shall constitute the contract between the successful Proposing Contractor and the King County Directors’ Association Purchasing Cooperative (hereinafter referred to as “KCDA”), having its principal place of business at 18639 80th Avenue South, Kent, WA 98032. Proposing Contractor shall include in writing any required exceptions or deviations from these terms, conditions and specifications. If agreed to by KCDA, they shall be incorporated into the final contract.
This contract consists of the provisions set forth below, including provisions of all attachments referenced herein. In the event of a conflict between the provisions set forth below and those contained in any attachment, the provisions set forth below shall control.

The undersigned offers and agrees, if this IFB Response be accepted, to furnish any or all of the items upon which prices were quoted, at the prices set opposite each item, F.O.B. DESTINATION, specified in the IFB document, and agrees to make delivery within the delivery dates specified, or as otherwise amended by attachment.

1. Customer Support

The Contractor shall provide timely and accurate technical advice and sales support to KCDA staff and KCDA participants. The Contractor shall respond to such requests within one (1) working day after receipt of the request.

CONTRACT TERM

2. Renewal of Contract

Unless otherwise stated, this contract is for an initial period of one (1) year from the date of contract execution, with an option to renew annually for an additional three (3), one (1) year extensions, if agreed to by KCDA and the Contractor. The possible total number of the years of the contract is four (4). KCDA shall review the contract prior to the renewal date and notify the current awarded Contractor each year of the contract renewal. The contract may be extended on a month by month basis, up to 6 months, to allow a new IFB to be written and recommended to the Board for approval. Awarded Contractor shall honor the Service Fee for any sales occurred beyond 30 days on any sales made based on a KCDA contract whether awarded a renewal or not. KCDA reserves the right to request updated financial data on awarded companies at the renewal date or any other time as indicated by current market conditions.

3. Survivability

All purchase transactions executed pursuant to the authority of this Contract shall be bound by all of the terms, conditions, Prices and Price discounts set forth in the Contract, notwithstanding the expiration of the initial term of this Contract or any extension thereof. Further, the terms, conditions and warranties contained in this Contract that by their sense and context are intended to survive the completion of the performance, cancellation or termination of this Contract shall so survive. Placements made using the authority provided by this Contract will survive the Contract itself. The Contract terms and conditions will survive the authorizing contract through that final term.

Those customers purchasing services will receive ongoing service from the Contractor at the agreed upon Contract rate until the expiration of the Contract.

Upon the Contract termination, customers and Contractor may agree to further extend a placement. Such further extensions will not be for more than twelve month terms, and KCDA will reserve the right to terminate these placements with 30 days notice and without termination penalties.

PRICING, INVOICE AND PAYMENT

4. Pricing and Contract Price Adjustments

a. The awarded Contractor agrees to provide pricing to KCDA and its participating entities that are the lowest pricing available and the pricing shall remain firm throughout the duration of the contract. The awarded Contractor agrees to promptly lower the cost of any product or materials purchased through KCDA following a reduction in the Manufacturer cost. It is the awarded Contractor’s responsibility to keep all pricing current and on file with KCDA. If mutually agreed upon by KCDA and the Contractor, IFB Response pricing may be posted on the KCDA website.  The Contractor’s IFB Response will be made available upon request. KCDA shall compare the Contractor’s pricing proposal before processing the customer purchase order. If it should vary, KCDA shall not process the order until pricing is verified. All price changes shall be presented to KCDA Purchasing for acceptance, using the same format as was accepted in the original contract.

b. All deliveries of parts, products and materials shall be freight prepaid, F.O.B. destination and shall be included in all pricing offered. 

c. Unless otherwise stipulated in the Contractor IFB response, all information and data listed in or otherwise provided with the Contractor’s response must be effective at the time of the response due date and time. All products, materials and services identified in the proposal shall be in current production and available for sale. All pricing is to be listed in the format requested or as otherwise specified. All pricing shall include the costs of response preparation, servicing of accounts, and compliance with all contractual requirements. 

d. Contractor shall be allowed to include a mileage differential charge to the “per square foot” pricing formula, as listed in the contract price list, for any purchaser installation that is outside the states of Washington and Oregon. 

e. Contract installation price must be held firm during the contract period, October 20, 2011 through October 17, 2012, unless changes are made to accommodate quantity discounts or special promotions. KCDA may conduct periodic audits. Contractors will be responsible for full reimbursement for any overcharge. 

f. Changes to the pricing structure that result in revised pricing for contract customers may be considered after the initial Contract term or at the discretion of the KCDA Purchasing Agent in conjunction with contract extension, provided:

· The request is in writing on Contractor’s letterhead;

· It is filed with the Purchasing Agent a minimum of 60 calendar days before the effective date of the proposed change;

· It clearly identifies the items or services impacted by the change;

· The change will not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract;

· It is accompanied by documentation acceptable to the Purchasing Agent sufficient to warrant the change.

5. Billings, Approvals, and Invoices

The Contractor shall invoice KCDA directly no later than the last business day of the month following the month in which the KCDA member accepted the products or services. 

Invoices to KCDA must clearly state “Per the KCDA 12-415” and identify the year of the IFB” (i.e. Years 1 and 2, Year 3, Year 4). The installation project start and acceptance dates, shipment tracking number, if any, or other pertinent information for verification shall be made available upon request. Any credits issued shall be clearly listed and identified on the invoice.

The invoice must include the member purchase order number, name of agency, contact person, and give a description, calculation of charges, and calculation of sales tax. All entities must be KCDA members prior to the sale of services or materials.
6. State Sales Tax

The only taxes KCDA will pay upon invoice are State Sales tax.

7. Tax Exempt Status

Since this is a multi-state contract, knowing the tax laws in each state is the sole responsibility of the Contractor.

8. Service Fee

All purchases under this contract are subject to the KCDA “applicable Service Fee”, collected by Vendor and remitted to KCDA.

The KCDA “applicable Service Fee” of 2% is to be included in the Contractor pricing to KCDA so the service fee is transparent to KCDA customers. The service fee is not an addition to the prices submitted by the Contractor.

CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITIES

9. Materials/Products Shipment

a. Materials/Products shipment and Handling Charges

All contracted Materials/Products and services are FOB Purchasers destination (contract customer’s location). Contractor shall ship all Products purchased pursuant to this Contract, freight prepaid, FOB Purchaser’s destination. The method of shipment shall be consistent with the nature of the Products and hazards of transportation. Regardless of FOB point, Contractor agrees to bear all risks of loss, damage, or destruction of the Products ordered hereunder that occurs prior to Acceptance, except loss or damage attributable to Purchaser’s fault or negligence; and such loss, damage, or destruction shall not release Contractor from any obligation hereunder. After Acceptance the risk of loss or damage shall be borne by Purchaser, except loss or damage attributable to Contractor’s fault or negligence.

All shipping and handling costs necessary to meet the delivery schedule are included in the “Schedule A” Price List. No additional charges for shipping or handling will be allowed.
b. Installation 

The installation of contract Materials/Products shall be performed in a professional manner. The customer’s premises shall be left in a clean condition. The Contractor may be required to repair all damage and/or provide full compensation for damage to the customer’s premises that occurred during installation. 

10. Shipments

The awarded Contractor shall ship ordered products within seven (7) working days for goods available and within four (4 to six (6) weeks for specialty items after the receipt of the order unless modified. If a product cannot be shipped within that time, the awarded Contractor shall notify the entity placing the order as to why the product has not shipped and shall provide an estimated shipping date. At this point the participating entity may cancel the order, if estimated shipping time in not acceptable.

11. Shipment Identification

All invoices, packing lists, packages, shipping notices, instructions, correspondence and all other written documents affecting any KCDA order shall contain the applicable customer purchase order number and KCDA purchase order number.

12. Risk of Loss

KCDA members shall be relieved from risks of loss or damage to all products and materials purchased during shipment prior to Sports Field Drainage System installation at the customer’s designated location. KCDA members will be responsible for risks of loss or damage to the products and materials it has been delivered / installed and signed for by customer’s representative. Contractors shall clearly demonstrate they have informed customers of this responsibility prior to order placement.

13. Rejection

All Materials/Products purchased herein are subject to approval by KCDA. Any rejection of Materials/Products resulting from non- conformity to the terms, conditions and specifications of this order, whether held by KCDA or returned shall be at Contractor’s risk and expense.

14. Warranty:   
Refer to IFB Section 5.10; Warranty. The Contractor shall provide Purchaser a minimum five (5) full years warranty on the Sports Field Drainage System from the time of final acceptance. This warranty must include all materials, products, hardware, parts, labor, travel, and all other necessary ancillary equipment required to maintain the system in operation for the term of the warranty

If within five (5) years of the date of acceptance of the work by the KCDA customer, or such longer time period as may be prescribed by law or by the terms of any special warranty set forth in the contract, any work is found to be defective or not in accordance with the contract, the Bidder/Contractor shall correct promptly after receipt of notice from KCDA or KCDA member. Warranty begins on sign-off by the KCDA member and not upon delivery. Any extended manufacturer’s warranty will be passed on to the KCDA Member. For example, if a product has a fifteen-year warranty, but the product is in a turnkey system that has a ten-year warranty, the product’s fifteen-year warranty must be honored by the contractor.  All extended warranties must be passed on, without exception.  If upon discovery, the contractor charges KCDA or the KCDA member for a replacement part that the contractor actually received at no cost under a warranty, the contractor will rebate the amount billed and KCDA and the KCDA member reserves the right to cancel the contract.

15. Proposals to KCDA customers

The KCDA entity the Contractor is selling product to must be a KCDA member. The membership is posted on the KCDA website under KCDA membership. If the customer is not posted on the KCDA website, the Contractor must verify with the Purchasing Agent that the member is valid. If the customer is not valid, the Purchasing Agent will defer to the KCDA Finance Department if the customer can participate in the KCDA contract and contact the Contractor’s customer to give them instructions on the paperwork which needs to be submitted.

The awarded Contractor shall submit a signed and dated proposal to the KCDA customer in accordance with the pricing awarded under this IFB contract, or if pricing has been negotiated due quantity discounts to the customer, the price must be noted as negotiated and negotiated price must be less than the firm price quoted in the Contractor’s IFB Response for individual systems. 

The service fee of 2% is to be included in the price of the products and services. The service fee is not to be added as a separate line item.

16. Franchise Tax

The Proposing Contractor hereby certifies that he/she is not currently delinquent in the payment of any franchise taxes.

17. Marketing

Awarded Contractor agrees to allow KCDA to use their name and logo within their website, marketing materials and advertisement. Any use of the KCDA name and logo by awarded Contractor must be approved.

18. Order Processing: System/Product Purchases

a. The awarded Contractor must verify the Contractor’s customer is a KCDA member. The membership is posted on the KCDA website under KCDA membership. If the Contractor’s customer is not posted on the KCDA website, the Contractor must verify with the Purchasing Agent that the member is valid. If the customer is not valid, the Purchasing Agent shall determine if the customer can participate in the KCDA contract and contact the Contractor’s customer to give them instructions on the paperwork which needs to be submitted.

b. The awarded Contractor shall submit a signed and dated proposal to KCDA’s member in accordance with the pricing awarded under this IFB, or if pricing has been negotiated due to quantity discounts to the customer, the price must be noted as negotiated and negotiated price must be less than the firm price quoted in the Contractor’s IFB Response for individual systems. 

c. All Systems purchased must include the KCDA 2% service fee as a part of the price to the customer. The service fee is not to be added as a separate line item on the purchase proposal. The Contractor’s proposal to the KCDA member must specifically state the KCDA IFB name and IFB # on the Contractor’s proposal to the KCDA member as well as identify which extension year, if any, of the IFB (i.e. IFB 12-415, Sports Field Drainage Systems, Year 3 of 4 year IFB contract award). The proposal must identify the contact name, e-mail address and phone number for the person responsible for approving that the complete system has been installed and has passed acceptance. This information is critical and if not provided may be grounds for delaying the processing of the order as well as eventual payment to Contractor.

d. The KCDA member/associate member shall submit the proposal with a purchase order to KCDA. The purchase order must be made out to Contractor, c/o KCDA with KCDA’s address.

e. KCDA shall date stamp receipt of order as proof of receipt and approval. A copy shall be kept on file at KCDA.

f. KCDA shall forward the KCDA stamped approved member purchase order to the Contractor within 48 hours of receipt of member order.

g. Installation shall not commence for any customer using the KCDA contracts without an approved purchase order number from KCDA.

h. If the Sports Field Drainage System is directly purchased, and has been installed and passed customer acceptance, Contractor shall invoice customer for the System.

i. Orders processed against this contract with Contractor customers who are not KCDA members or without a purchase order from KCDA are in violation of IFB #12-415 and contact specifications. Contractors not following proper procedures may be removed from consideration for future awards.

CUSTOMER RESPONSIBILITIES

19. Disclosure and Coordination of Prior Documentation

Customer shall disclose to Contractor any prior surveys, architectural designs, or other documentation pertaining to the field where the drainage system is installed. Customer is responsible for resolution or coordination of any discrepancies that arise between the prior surveys, architectural designs, or other documentation and the drainage system installation. 

CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION

20. Retention of Records

Further, KCDA members are entitled to recover actual costs associated with Contractor’s failure to perform the contract as specified herein.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

25. Indemnity

The awarded Contractor shall protect, indemnify, and hold harmless KCDA and its participants, administrators, employees and agents against all claims, damages, losses and expenses arising out of or resulting from the actions of the Contractor employees or Contractor sub-contractors in the preparation of the solicitation and the later execution of the contract. Either party may cancel this contract in whole or in part by providing written notice. The cancellation shall take effect 90 days after the other party receives the notice of cancellation. After the 90th business day all work shall cease following completion of final purchase order.
