INSTRUCTIONS SPECIFIC TO THIS BID:

A. OVERVIEW OF PROJECT
It is the intention of KCDA to solicit bids for maintenance machines on behalf of its member school districts in the State of Washington.  By bidding, KCDA intends to provide savings and to offer its members a choice of total systems in the way of machines, parts and accessories.

KCDA intends to award this bid to one or more suppliers who can offer an acceptable system that can be of benefit to all of the member school districts that form KCDA.  The body of this portion of the bid is written around the Minuteman, Advance/Nilfisk and Windsor brands of equipment, however, KCDA encourages other brands to be bid as well as long as the following criteria are met:

1. Pricing offered on the complete product line.

2. Discounts on replacement parts and accessories.

3. Prepaid shipping throughout the State of Washington.

4. Complete warranty protection.

5. Training and support.

6. Installation

7. Local Repair Service availability.

8. Seminars on equipment application and new products.

9. Guaranteed pricing for one year (Supercedes Section II, Paragraph “G” of the General Instructions.

Note:  If not bidding Minuteman, Advance/Nilfisk or Windsor, filling out the questionnaire below (D-J) will be sufficient.  You do not need to fill out the bid body.  However, all Minuteman, Advance/Nilfisk, and Windsor bidders must fill out both their portion of the bid body and the questionnaire.
KCDA will award this bid to only one supplier per manufacturer’s product line.  All bidders must fill out the appropriate information in the following sections.

B. ESTIMATED QUANTITIES
The quantities in this bid are estimated, are to be used solely as a guideline and are based on what KCDA ordered during the previous contract year.  KCDA cannot be held to these quantities and reserves the right to order more or less than what is stated on the bid form.  

C. ORDERING SCHEDULE

D. DELIVERY
All equipment delivered against this bid must be new, original, manufactured units.  Used or dealer demonstrators will not be accepted.
